Supper of soup will be offered at 7 PM before Choir and 
Youth.  Child care is available.  As always we will have our 3 Adult 
classes, our three childrens’ classes and our youth class on Sun-
days. 
          Brother Ron Fender of the Community Kitchen will be 
here on October 2 to help us bless our animals, sign his new book, 
and speak to us about Risky Mission and Service. We will need to 
be ―extravagantly generous‖ for we have been presented with many 
opportunities.  One is to add 1 and ½ acres of land to our Church 
and School Campus.  On faith and at some risk, I have already 
seized the opportunity to purchase ½ acre, and to talk to the person 
who is ready to sell the other 1 acre.  These opportunities will not 
come again.  We will need to dig down in a bad economy to expand 
our tent and open up the opportunities this land acquisition will give 
us.  We are also being asked to help rebuild the Cathedral in Haiti 
and to construct and support a school there.  We are also presented 
with new opportunities with Habitat, the College Ministry, and the 
possibility of adding transportation for our Senior Ministry, Youth and 
School.  We are beset by unlimited opportunities----let us be glad 
and rejoice in them.
